THE ONLY GVPT SUMMER COURSE ON LATIN AMERICA 
The GVPT 309P "Topics in International Relations: Inter and intra-state conflict and its resolution in Latin 
America"; (3 credits) is being offered in the second summer session 2009 and deals with contemporary issues in 
the region, including options for conflict transformation with the new United States government. Prof. Edward 
(Edy) Kaufman's course integrates the analysis of violent domestic and international disputes in Latin America, 
providing a short historical background to conflicts in the region, particularly those opening up new possibilities 
for conflict resolution in the post-ColdWar and globalization periods. The first part deals with macro-analysis 
and alternative explanatory theories for the limited violence in inter-state conflicts and the emergence of a zone 
of peace in the continent. The second part of the course covers selected case studies of conflicts that have been 
managed in the last decades (border, migration, ideological, economic and other disputes), as well as those that 
are still latent and may require preventive action. The course will end with a discussion about present and future 
trends of conflicts in the region and alternative dispute resolution mechanisms, in both Track I and Track II 
diplomacy. Also offered as LASC448B and SPAN448B. Meets Tu/Th between 2:00pm- 5:20pm (TYD 0111) .  
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MOCK TRIAL UPDATES 
The University of Maryland Mock Trial team missed qualifying for the final round of the National 
Championship by half a ballot at the opening tournament in Greenville, South Carolina.  The team went 5-2-1, 
splitting ballots with Yale and Princeton, sweeping Villanova, and beating Princeton (1-0-1).  Brain Netty 
(ECON) and Raymond Jones (GVPT and PHIL) were named all-National witnesses.  Kaitlyn Murphy (PHIL 
and GVPT) was named an all-National Attorney.  Ms. Murphy was the highest scoring attorney in the 
tournament.  Mr. Netty, the highest scoring witness in the tournament, garnered unprecedented perfect scores on 
all eight ballots.

The Dillon award is open to all and only graduate students in the Department of Government and 
Politics who have finished all course requirements, passed their comprehensive examinations and had 
their dissertation prospectus approved.  Special preference will be given to students whose dissertation 
makes an original contribution to those fields and questions that occupied Professor Dillon throughout 
his career, in particular, intergovernmental relationships within the United States, American 
Government, or public policy in the U.S.  In choosing a Dillon Award winner, the faculty committee 
will primarily consider the quality of work completed on the dissertation, but also take into 
consideration, teaching, other scholarship and public service.  This award is in the amount of $2500.   
 
The Piper Award is given to a graduate student in the Department of Government and Politics at the 
University of Maryland at College Park for the best conference paper or journal article within the current 
academic year.  This award is in the amount of $500.   
 
The Roger H. Davidson Award was created to honor one of the Department of Government and Politics' 
most distinguished faculty.  It is to be awarded annually by the American politics faculty to the graduate 
student who writes the best paper in the field. The award consists of a check for $500 and a citation that 
will be presented in a ceremony near the close of the academic year.  In addition to overall quality, the 
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Davidson Award Committee will give preference to papers written in Professor Davidson's fields of 
expertise. Preference will first be given to empirical (but not necessarily quantitative) papers on 
Congress and the Presidency, then to empirical papers focusing on American national political 
institutions in general, and then to empirical papers written about American politics more broadly. Note 
that this does not mean that papers on Congress and the Presidency automatically win. We encourage 
students to submit quality papers on a broad range of subjects within the American politics field.

CIDCM Faculty Honored by Al-Waref Institute 
 
CIDCM faculty members Edy Kaufman and Manuel Hassassain were jointly named February's “Figure of the 
Month” by the Al-Waref Institute for their innovative co-teaching and collaborative scholarship on conflict 
resolution.  
 
Al-Waref writes, “Dr. Manuel Hassassian, Palestinian ambassador, professor, and peace builder, and Dr. Edy 
Kaufman, Israeli activist, professor, peace builder, have long been working together to promote cooperative 
partnered education. They both strive daily to promote peace within their own communities and between their 
communities through dialogue, consensus building, and co-teaching a course on Conflict Resolution: The 
Palestinian-Israeli Experiment at the Center for International Development and Conflict Management at the 
University of Maryland. These educators have continuously come together during the summer for 14 years, as 
living proof, that cooperation and partnership is possible and necessary if peace is to be attained for Israelis and 
Palestinians.”

Washington Post Cites CIDCM Research 
 
In a February 16 article on the utility of computational models, entitled “The Computer as a Road Map to 
Unknowable Territory,” the Washington Post's Shankar Vedantam cites research performed by CIDCM 
Director Jonathan Wilkenfeld in collaboration with UMD computer scientist V.S. Subrahmanian.  
 
Noting that computational models can be helpful when applied to a wide range of fields, Vedantam writes: 
 
“At the University of Maryland, for example, computer scientist V.S. Subrahmanian and political scientist 
Jonathan Wilkenfeld have built a computational model to predict how different situations amplify the likelihood 
of violence in the Middle East. One conclusion of their model is that the militant group Hezbollah is more likely 
to lob rockets into Israel when elections are being held in Lebanon - some proportion of the attacks are meant to 
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impress a domestic audience. The conclusion is not necessarily counterintuitive: A skilled political watcher 
could have told you the same thing. But if pundits intuitively know how 100 different issues might influence 
outcomes, computational models can tell you the relative importance of each variable.  
 
Another model by the Maryland group shows that infant mortality levels predict the likelihood of political 
instability in a country better than any other single measure. Again, this is not a shocker. Anyone can guess that 
countries with poor public health are on a less secure footing. What the model does is tell us to pay attention to 
infant mortality over, say, hunger or poverty or religious strife.”

ICB Version 9 Released 
 
CIDCM is very pleased to announce the release of ICB Version 9, covering all international and foreign policy 
crises for the period 1918-2006. This version includes data on 452 international crises (icb1v9) and 994 crisis 
actors (icb2v9).  
Users should take note of the following changes: 
 

• Five new crises have been added to the dataset for 2006: Iran Nuclear II, Chad/Sudan II, North Korea 
Nuclear III, Israel Lebanon War II, and Ethiopia Intervention Somalia.  

• Three new protracted conflicts have been added to the dataset: North Korea Nuclear, DRC 
(Zaire)/Rwanda, and Georgia/Russia.  

• North Korea Nuclear and Iran Nuclear have been moved from ongoing/interim status to fully coded.  
• Some case numbers have changed as a result of the coding for the North Korea Nuclear and Iran Nuclear 

cases, so users should pay particular attention.  
• Fairly extensive recoding has been done on MEDSTEFCT (which mediation style most effective), so 

care should be taken with that one if it has been used previously.
