GVPT MOURNS ANOTHER
Professor MAVIS MANN REEVES

We just received sad news that Mavis Reeves died Saturday, January 20, 2007.

Mavis Reeves came to the department of Government and Politics as a lecturer in the late 1960's where she
remained until her retirement in 1991 as a full professor. Mavis earned her Ph.D. at the University of North
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Carolina in 1947, later served as an APSA Congressional Fellow, and held other academic positions before she
was hired at Maryland. She moved back to Chapel Hill with her husband, Ben not long after her retirement. In
1992, she was voted to the rank of Professor Emeritus here at the University of Maryland.

Mavis was a hard working and dedicated scholar devoted to the tasks of sensitive mentoring and value-
oriented teaching. She was a wonderful representative of an earlier generation of "good government" public
administration scholars intent upon fostering public service through education.

She chaired numerous doctoral committees and served on an unusually large number of dissertation
committees -- a reflection of graduate students' esteem for her guidance and careful attention to both large
issues in scholarship and details of argumentation and presentation. Mavis took over the graduate intern
program in the 1980's, fusing high academic standards, practical experiences, and civic ideals. To her students,
she represented a commitment to the positive values linked to conscientious government service.

She wrote and co-edited a number of very positively reviewed books and many articles, mostly on
federalism, intergovernmental relations and local government. Both the first and second editions of her book,
Pragmatic Federalism, (co-authored with Parris Glendening), received very positive reviews in major journals
as well as a wide readership for over a decade. Her articles, both singly authored and co-authored with
colleagues were published in such journals as the Sodal Saence Quarterly, Public Administration Review,
National Civic Review, and, perhaps more frequently than in any other place, Publius Mavis was affiliated
with the U.S. Advisory Commission on Intergovernmental Relations for several years and was a very effective
advocate for taking intergovernmental relations in the U.S. seriously, both in the academy and in policy
practice.

She was an early and one of the most active and articulate faculty members on the issue of gender
equity. With her persistent and public challenges to sexism on campus, she was instrumental in moving the
University toward equity for women on campus in matters of salary, promotion and tenure. At the same time,
Mavis exhibited charm and southern gentility and a graciousness that was appreciated and enjoyable. She is
missed as a warm, caring and loyal associate.

While at the University of Maryland, Department of Government and Politics, Professor Reeves chaired Ph.D.
committees for Alumni Patrick Chase 1980, Brian Gardner 1981, Gary Halter 1970, Elizabeth Ann Lyons
Rexford 1994, Greta Waldinger Salem 1974, Nicholas Wilson 1975.

Mavis will be remembered and valued by those who knew her well for more than her fine scholarship
and mentoring and dedication to colleagues and the institutions within which she worked. From every
perspective, she was a fine and memorable colleague who made important contributions to her students, the
department and campus, and scholarship. Contributed by Ronald Terchek with very helpful contributions from
Martin Heisler, Richard Claude and Don Piper, professors emeriti.

***Notes from faculty and GVPT alumni***

I recall she was from West Virginia and she had a certain southern charm and grace that made her a very
likeable person. Don Piper (faculty emeritus)

Dr. Reeves was my professor for several courses in the 70's and 80's. She was far ahead of her time on
environmental issues. She served on my dissertation committee (1981) along with her co-author of many
articles and several books, our former governor, Dr. Glendening. They had written and published, as I recall
(and hope my memory is accurate), the best selling textbook on federalism in the US circa 1980. They had
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published several scholarly articles as well on a variety of related subjects. I best remember Dr. Reeves for her
enthusiasm, warmth and concern for students. She was a wonderful and dedicated person. She was an excellent
teacher. One more thing really stands out about her---she was a stickler for grammar and written expression. In
every class I had, she lamented a decline in writing standards. Years after [ received my terminal degree, an
article I wrote received an international award. The award was well publicized and a few weeks later I got a
note from Dr. Reeves (surprising me as I had not seen her for more than 5 years). The note read: "I didn't think
anyone could write anything anymore." She was a wonderful asset to a department rich in intellectual
capability. Although I have neither seen nor been in contact with her since 1981 I think of her often and know
that she enriched my life academically, personally, and professionally. Michael Frank (GVPT Alumni) Vice

Mavis Reeves was a hard working and dedicated scholar devoted to the tasks of sensitive mentoring and value-
oriented teaching. She was a wonderful representative of an earlier generation of "good government" public
administration scholar’s intent upon fostering education for civic advancement. Some viewed what she stood
for in teaching and scholarship as reflecting a somewhat quaint set of bedrock "good government" values
oriented to community service. Considered "old fashioned" or "conservative" by some political scientists who
found easier access to publishing sources, to many of her best students, she represented a commitment to the
positive values linked to conscientious government service. From my unabashedly liberal perspective, she also
commanded my respect and encouragement for challenging discrimination and sexism in academe. From every
perspective, she was a gracious, fine and memorable colleague. Richard Pierre Claude, Professor Emeritus,
Founding Editor, Human Rights Quarterly, Johns Hopkins University Press.

Mavis indicated in no uncertain terms that her name was Mavis Mann Reeves. Mann was her family name, of
which she was very proud. I know. I once referred to her as Mavis M. Reeves in a paper we wrote. She
corrected me. I never made the mistake again. Mavis indicated that she originally wanted to be a lawyer,
following in her father’s footsteps. But in those day’s (1940s) women were not encouraged to go into the Law.
Education was a more suitable career option. Her choice of education was academia’s good fortune. I also
believe she was the first women to get a Political Science Ph.D. at UNC. She was truly a path-breaker for
women that followed in pursuing academic careers.

Mavis was a tenured professor before coming to the UMD. If I remember correctly, she had tenure at a
university before she accepted a lectureship at UMD and started her climb up the academic ranks for a second
time. She endured and over-came much during her long and distinguished career.

Her work focused on American Politics, particularly federalism and state government. I remember quite clearly
her correcting me when I referred to the government in D.C. as the Federal Government. She said correctly, that
it was the National government. The entire system was the Federal government. She was precise in her use of
language and especially in her writing. As a co-author on four journal articles I learned much from Mavis.

Her approach to teaching and researching political science reflected two reoccurring themes. The learning of
politics was as much in the “doing” as it was in “book-learning.” Internships and practical experience were
indispensable to understanding politics. Political theories, she felt, needed to be tested in the field or they
remained untested theories. At heart, she was a reformer. Mavis wanted government to be more effective and
efficient. Much of her research examined the functioning of American Government to reorganize and reform its
operations based upon sound analysis. Related to this interest in understanding American government was her
commitment to the providing her talents and research to enhance the public service, as reflected in her work for
the Advisory Commission on Intergovernmental Relations. Mavis was not only a valued colleague, but a
mentor. She was a class act. (Vince Marando, Professor Emeritus)

MESSAGEFROM THE DIRECTOR OF UNDERGRADUATESTUDIES

I hope that everyone had a most enjoyable holiday and winter break and wish you all the best for the Spring
semester. The Department’s Undergraduate Program continues to be one of the largest, most diverse, and most
successful undergraduate academic programs on campus. We currently have approximately 1000 students
actively enrolled in the major, with around 15% from the University Honors Program. The Department’s
Undergraduate Program offers a range of opportunities for scholarships, study abroad, and related academic
activities. Some important upcoming deadlines are noted below.

Spring 2007 Registration

As in the past, GVPT is strictly following the waitlist in all of its courses. Faculty may not oversubscribe
students to courses. Students with registration issues should see Karmin Cortes or Apitchaya Pimpawathin for
GVPT advising. This semester is the first where all of our 400 level GVPT courses have been restricted to
GVPT majors only. We hope that this system allows us to deliever more seats to our majors while still
fulfilling our campus responsibility to serve other students.

In addition, we are asking faculty not to waive prerequisites lightly. Prerequisites have been established on
courses for several reasons including to help manage our seat problem and prepare students for more rigourous
coursework. Next semester, students will be dropped from courses if they do not have the required prerequisite.

Scholarship Announcements

This year, the department is planning to award $16,500 in undergraduate scholarships. We would like these
merit and need based scholarships to go to the very best students. Please encourage all undergraduate students

out eligibility and application requirements. All applications are due March 9, 2007. Faculty: all scholarship
applications require recommendation letters. Please aid student in getting these letters, as part of
complete application process, to them before the deadline. Late or incomplete applications will not be
accepted.

Study Abroad Announcements

As always, the department will be sending 12-20 students to our summer study abroad program at Oxford
University in British Law and Politics. This highly selective program is designed to give honors or honors level
students a unique perspective on British and European politics in a condensed 3-week course. Students must
apply to the program no later than March 1 but for scholarship consideration, applications must be received by
February 15. Please encourage students to apply!

Current sophmore GVPT students are also being encouraged to apply to the year long exchange at Kent
University in Cantebury England. Tuition in this program is free to students who are selected. Students take
mostly GVPT coursework while abroad and are able to get a rich experience while spending a full year in
England. This is a highly competitive program, so please encourage academically talented students to apply no
later than March 1, 2006.

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ACCOMPLISHMENTS OF OUR PAST PH.DG

“A Supportive and Intellectually Adventurous Environment”

I came to the GVPT program in 1991 with a firm goal of receiving a Ph.D. but only a vague idea of the
ultimate topic of, and approach to, my dissertation. In retrospect, however, I think that this combination of
resolve (lack of other options?) and openness served me well.
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Actually, I did have one conviction concerning a dissertation: I wanted to find some way to synthesize
my interests in political theory (my undergraduate degree was in Philosophy), Germany (I had spent the years
1988-1990 studying there), and environmental politics (I had studied the Greens while in Germany). Of course,
not having an undergraduate degree in Political Science (nor, truth to tell, having had more than a handful of
PoliSci courses) I had to get up to speed on the methodology and “classic literature” in the discipline.
Thankfully, however, there were a number of professors in GVPT who, while helping me fill in some of the
gaps in my knowledge of the field, were not bound by disciplinary conventions and actively encouraged wide
intellectual exploration. This allowed me to bring together my interests in a dissertation in what I feel was a
very interesting and unusual fashion. In particular, I will always be grateful to Fred Alford, with his incredible
creativity and insight, and Vladimir Tismaneanu, with his unmatched ability to see connections between
phenomena, for the opportunity to learn from them. Moreover, all of the professors I took classes from,
including Ken Conca, Jim Glass, Ron Tercheck, Steve Elkin, Ted Gurr, and Martin Heisler, were always
tremendously supportive and encouraging. Without that encouragement and support (as well as that from my
friends/fellow grad students) it would have been difficult to feel that I was on the right path, and thus difficult to
finish the degree.

Finish I did, though. I was fortunate to be able to publish my dissertation as a book (Nature and
Nationalism) and to find a position at a state university shortly after graduation. And although it was a bit of a
shock to go from Maryland (a large, residential university) to the University of Wisconsin-Parkside (a small,
regional school), my position — and a collegial department - has afforded me not only the opportunity to
continue to write and publish (my second book, on the German “Left Party”, will be out this Spring; I’'m writing
my third book now on anti-establishment “outsider” parties in Europe) but also the opportunity to teach pretty
much the courses that I want in whatever way I want to do this. Almost ten years after finishing my degree, it is
probably this ability to continue wide and diverse intellectual exploration in both my research and in the
classroom that keeps me excited about my job.
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FIELD UPDATES - WORKSHOPS and SEMINARS

The American Politics Workshop is a bi-monthly research colloquium for faculty and graduate students. The
workshop constitutes an ongoing research community where participants present and discuss papers in an
informal, supportive environment. Papers are made available via the workshop website in advance of our
meetings, and participants are expected to have read them. Discussion leaders are assigned on a rotating basis,
matching papers with discussants who share complementary research interests. Many of the papers presented in
recent years have gone on to publication in top tier political science journals.

The workshop is especially beneficial for our graduate students. It provides an excellent opportunity to interact
with the American Politics faculty outside of the classroom and, for advanced graduate students actively
engaged in scholarly research, the workshop can also be an invaluable source of professional advice. The
American Politics faculty strongly encourages all of our graduate students to regularly participate in the
workshop.

The Spring 2007 American Politics Workshop gets underway this Friday, January 26th. We meet from 10:30 to
12:00 in Tydings 1111. The AP Workshop website is: http://www.bsos.umd.edu/gvpt/apworkshop. While the
workshop focuses on issues in American politics, all faculty and graduate students are welcome to attend.

DC AREA WORKSHOP ON CONTENTIOUS POLITICS

The DCAWCP format is as follows: the paper is submitted to the group roughly one week prior to the
discussion (or earlier if possible); everyone reads the paper and comes prepared to discuss; two discussants lead
off the discussion with their comments on the work after which the author is allowed to respond; finally, the
floor is opened to the audience for discussion.

The plan is to meet every other Wednesday of the semester in 0139 CIDCM Conference Room from 11-12:15.

Professor Deneen is Associate Professor of Government and holds the Markos and Eleni Tsakopoulos-

of Political Theory* (2000) and *Democratic Faith* (2005). He has also published a number of articles and
reviews in such journals as Political Theory, Social Research, Polity, Polis, Society, The Hedgehog Review, and
Commonweal.

Community Wealth Building Conference in Cleveland, OH

To help promote and expand the community wealth building concept, The Democracy Collaborative has begun
to organize a series of Community Wealth Building Roundtables with local partners in various communities
around the country. These dialogues focus on opportunities within the local area to strengthen the community
wealth building field and to build greater support (among funders, city and state officials, and the media) for the
broad range of individual and common asset-based innovations and policies.

On December 7 — 8, 2006, The Democracy Collaborative, the Ohio Employee Ownership Center, and the Aspen
Institute Nonprofit Sector Research Fund convened a Roundtable in Cleveland, Ohio. The event, titled
CBuilding Community Wealth: New Asset-Based Approaches to Sohing Soc¢al and Economnic Problemsin
Clevelandand Northeag Ohio,” brought together national experts, local government representatives, and more
than three-dozen community leaders in Cleveland to discuss community wealth issues and identify action steps
toward developing a comprehensive strategy.

The fifty participants included representatives of Case Western Reserve University and Cleveland State
University, the Federal Reserve Bank of Cleveland, the Ohio Public Employees Retirement System,
universities, and employee-owned firms; directors of nonprofit community and economic development
organizations such as community development corporations, housing land trusts, and community development
financial institutions; the economic development director of the City of Cleveland and members of his staff; a
director of the new veterans administration hospital to be established in the city; the treasurer of Cuyahoga
County; and others of the public, private, philanthropic, faith-based and non-profit communities. Funding and
other support for the meeting was provided by the Gund Foundation, the Cleveland Foundation, and the Sisters
of Charity Foundation.

A full conference report is now being prepared and will be available in February 2007. In advance of that

Reclaiming the Commons

In recent years, an intellectual and advocacy movement has been growing aimed at reviving a public policy
dialogue around the concept of the “commons.” The goal is to to

preserve and expand what is held to be in the public domain. Three factors, in particular, have helped spur this
development: First, efforts by some environmentalists to revive the traditional idea of the environment as a
commons as a way to develop policy solutions to global warming and declining open space; second, the
emergence of an “information commons” made possible by computer technology; and third, globalization,
which has sparked interest in organizing to preserve non-commodity values such as family time.
