MESSAGE FROM THE PLACEMENT DIRECTOR 
News from the Job Front 
 
Welcome to the beginning of the semester!  First, IÕd like to remind all students that you 
are welcome to come and talk to me about career issues. Do take a look at the placement 
website, at www.bsos.umd.edu/gvpt/graduate/placement for some tips about 
interviewing, c.v. format, and the placement process in academia. Let me know if you 
would like me to organize a discussion of any issues related to placement. The more 
information you have, the less stressful (to some extent) the process will be! 
 
The job market for academics in political science is a national one, and highly 
competitive, especially in particular fields.  There are many openings this year, as there 
were last year, which provides a lot of opportunity for our students to do well. The APSA 
eJobs placement service lists the following number of openings as of August 28, 2007: 
 

American Politics   99 
Comparative           100 
IR            105 
Theory   37 
Public Law  30 
Policy   47 
Open            132 

 
Note that many of these categories overlap (a job may be listed for both  American and 
Law, or Comparative and IR, etc.) and the category of ÒOpenÓ covers jobs that are open 
as to field and/ or rank.  Also, a number of these are listings for our own GVPT 
department.  This time last year there were approximately 94 openings in American 
politics, 65 in comparative, 96 in international relations, 36 in theory, and 22 in public 
law.   
 
We have about a dozen students actively on the market this fall, undertaking a national 
search. There are a handful of students doing searches that are limited in one way or 
another. A few students plan to delay their search this year until the spring in order to 
complete more of their dissertationÑ a key element in a successful search. We also have a 
few students who plan to take positions in the policy world.   Finally, a number of these 
people plan to apply for post-doctoral fellowships, which will provide them with extra 
time to polish their work for publicationÑ an excellent strategy.  I wish the best of luck to 
everyone.

September 11 - UTI LI TY WHEN THERE I S A PREFERENCE FOR BELI EFS WI TH APPLI CATI ONS TO 
POLI TI CS by Donald Wi ttman 
 
Abstract:  
 
We consider the case where individuals derive utility from feeling good about themselves and their group, but 
where the satisfaction of such preferences may come at a cost. In other contexts, what people want to believe is 
considered irrational, but in our model, these are preferences like any other. Equilibrium subjective beliefs 
concerning whether oneÕs group has acted appropriately are endogenous to the model. We look at the various 
factors that influence the spread between objective and subjective reality. We also consider a conflict situation 
between two groups.  We show that because of their subjective beliefs, one or both sides may engage in 
counter-productive activity; and even if this is not the case, learning is likely to be slower than what one would 
expect from the standard utility function.
