2. Visit a Psychology Advisor in BPS 1107 to become familiar with degree requirements and to get a signed and stamped Change of Major form. Walk in advising is Monday – Friday from 10 am until noon. 
3. Contact BSOS Advising to register for Academic Planning Session (301.405.1697 or stop by 2148 Tydings Hall).
4. Attend mandatory PSYC Academic Planning session and then complete academic plan.
5. When you complete this process, turn in both academic plan and Change of Major form to BSOS Advising (2148 Tydings) before schedule adjustment of your second semester.

6. You will receive an email from BSOS Advising notifying you of your status. Please note that this will take several weeks.  You will become a Psychology major the following semester.
